•	 Education and Sharing Day (March 27th) – Send an 
e-mail to all employees sharing information about 
United Way’s focus on education as one of the 
building blocks for a good life.

Hold a meeting with a United Way speaker and ask 
employees to give.

•	 Leave the Office Early Day (June 2nd) – Hold a raffle 
and let the winner leave the office early.

•	 Farmers’ Market Week (August 1-7) – Ask employees 
to bring in vegetables from their garden and hold 
your own Farmers’ Market with proceeds going to 
United Way.
